HOW TO HAVE AN EXTENDED TIME OF PRAYER

(A Publication Of "The Inner-city Church Planting Mission")

INTRODUCTION

When it comes to being effective in ministry, whether it be inner-city or otherwise, prayer of course is very
important. Scripture reminds us that . . .

“The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much”. James 5:16
When we as ministers of the Gospel pray, we’re acknowledging that we need GOD. The extent of our
effectiveness in ministry will be in direct relationship to the amount of time we spend in prayer. Perhaps this is

what JESUS meant when HE promised . . .

“ .. pray to thy FATHER which is in secret, and thy FATHER which seeth
in secret shall reward thee openly.” Matthew 6:6b

The Scriptures give testimony of many great men and women of GOD who had powerful ministries, and made
significant impacts on the societies around them. One major contributing factor for all of them was their
extended prayer times. Following are just a few examples . . .

e David (see Psalm 55:17)
e Daniel (see Daniel 6:10)
e Anna (see Luke 2:36-37)

e JESUS (see Luke 6:12)

Times of extended, fervent prayer and calling upon GOD to work on our behalf and for HIS glory. As we
follow the examples of these great men and women of GOD noted above, may we too experience the joy of
seeing the LORD work in a mighty way in the days in which we live!



|. A Time Of Preparation

A. Praise And Thanksgiving To The LORD For Drawing Me To Another Time Of Extended Prayer
With HIM.

B. Ask The LORD To Get My Spirit And Soul (i.e. - mind, will and emotions), Into A Worshipful,
Reverent, Prayerful State. Asking HIM To Help Me Concentrate On HIM And To Listen To HIM.

C. Read A Psalm Or Portions From Several Psalms.

II. A Time Of Confession

1.

A. Begin By Reading A Psalm Of Confession Back To The
LORD. (A few suggestions: Psalm 25, 32, 51)

B. Confess Specific Sins That The LORD Brings To Your
Remembrance. For Example . . .

Pride . . . asking GOD to give me a passion for HIS reputation, not mine.

“. .. be clothed with humility, for GOD resisteth the proud, and giveth
grace to the humble.” 1 Peter 5:5b

Self-will . . . asking GOD to do things in HIS way and time, not mine. And to show me the
difference between HOLY SPIRIT-led effort and human-led effort. And for me to let GOD
take care of HIS responsibilities, and I mine. (i.e. - getting to know HIM better as a
PERSON.

“... Nevertheless not MY will, But THINE Be done.” Luke 22:42b

. Idolatry of the ministry . . . asking GOD to help me to delight in HIM only, and not to lose

my first love for HIM.
“Thou shalt have no other gods before ME.” Exodus 20:3
Anxiety . . . asking GOD to help me to rest in HIM.

“Be careful for nothing, but in everything be prayer and supplication with
thanksgiving let your request be made known unto GOD.” Philippians 4:6

Jealousy and covetousness of other ministries . . . asking GOD to pour out HIS blessings
upon these works, as they are conducted according to HIS Word and will.

“Thou shalt not covet anything that is thy neighbors’.” Exodus 20:17

Reacting wrongly to my attackers . . . asking GOD to pour out HIS blessings upon them, as
they conduct their lives and ministries according to HIS Word and will.
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“CHRIST . .. WHO when HE was reviled, reviled not again, when HE
suffered, HE threatened not, but committed HIMSELF to HIM that

Jjudgeth righteously.” 1 Peter 2:23

7. Lack of love for GOD and others . . . asking GOD to help me to love HIM and others more.

“JESUS said unto him, Thou shalt love

the LORD thy GOD with all thy heart,
and with all thy soul, and with all thy
mind. This is the first and great
Commandment. And the second is like
it, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thy
self. On these two Commandments
hang all the Law and the Prophets.

I. Imust pray for GOD alone to be glorified in all
things.

“And whatsoever ye shall ask in
MY Name, that will I do, that the
FATHER may be glorified in the
SON. If ye shall ask anything in
MY Name, I will do it.” John
14:13-14

1. Pray that the wicked and the saints would see that their “gods” are not “gods” . .. but merely
idols, and this would be so by them seeing the LORD do mighty things for and through us,
like HE did for Israel! (see Nehemiah 6:16; Jeremiah 32:20-21; I Chronicles 16:26)

2. Pray that The [.C.P.M. would be a ministry that will cause both the wicked and the saints
(especially the I.C.P.M. leaders and families), to glorify GOD and see that GOD is alive and
HE is mighty and HE is powerful . . . and that HE does answer prayer, and that HE will
honor HIS Word if followed! (see Psalm 96:3-10a)

V. A Time Of Petition

A. More love for the LORD and others.

“JESUS said unto him, Thou shalt love the LORD thy GOD with all thy
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and
great Commandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy

neighbor as thyself. On these two Commandments hang all the Law and
the Prophets.” Matthew 22:37-40 (see also I Corinthians 13:4-8a)

B. My wife, our children’s and my personal (and corporate) walk with the LORD. My wife and I to
have strong and growing CHRIST-centered marriage. For us to give all our expectations of each
